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High Yield Bonds vs Bank Loans

A Bank loans have many similarities to high yield bonds but two important differentiations; seniority in the
capital structure and floating rate coupons.

A Being senior in the capital structure has historically led to higher recovery rates (approximately $60 for
bank loans vs $40 range for high yield bonds*) in the event of default. This leads to lower downside risk
relative to unsecured high yield bonds.

A Bank loans have floating rate coupons, generally determined from two components, a short term interest
rate (generally LIBOR) and a spread compensating the lender for the credit risk of an issuer. Because the
coupon generally resets every 30-90 days, bank loans carry little to no duration risk.

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The Case For Bank Loans

Interest Rate Hedge
A Bank loans have shown positive returns in historical periods of rising rates

A The recent move higher in Treasury yields showed the benefits of bank loans relative to many interest
rate sensitive sectors. Only bank loans and high yield bonds have shown positive total returns

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FLRT® role in a diversified portfolio

FLRT may serve as a yield enhancing, compliment to core fixed income positions. Floating rate funds
often offer yields that are competitive with the high yield segment but with the added opportunity of potential
protection against rising rates.

This is possible due to the nature of the floating rate market which is that the interest rate is adjusted on
a regular schedule to attract investor demand. If interest rates in the broad market head higher then the
interest rates charged to the borrower will be adjusted higher as well with a modest time lag.

The Portfolio Manager assesses the economic climate to identify potential headwinds and
Market Assessment tailwinds. This assessment is used to provide a framework for FLRT’s investable universe
and a framework to determine portfolio leverage positioning.

The Portfolio Manager assesses the economic climate and outlook to form a broad
Leverage Target determination of an overall target of portfolio risk and leverage target to employ in FLRT
for the near term.

The Portfolio Manager utilizes a team approach with close communication between
Portfolio Management and Research to promote idea generation.

- The bottom-up approach comes into play during FLRT’s portfolio construction. The
Investment Decision Portfolio Manager performs fundamental credit analysis to construct a portfolio with
what they believe have the most favorable risk/reward characteristics.

The Portfolio Manager consistently monitors the FLRT portfolio and utilizes performance
attribution analysis as a quantitative check on the results of their decision making process.
